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RESUMO. Baccharis gaudichaudiana DC., Asteraceae, conhecida popularmente como carqueja e chilca
melosa, é empregada na medicina tradicional como estomaquico, diur ético e agente hipoglicémico. Objeti-
vou-se estudar a morfologia externa e a anatomia dos caules alados, a fim de for necer informagdes que au-
xiliem na identificagdo farmacogndstica dessa planta medicinal e contribuam com a taxonomia do grupo
Trimera. O material botanico foi submetido as microtécnicas fotonicas e eletrbnicas de varredura usuais.
A espécie mede cerca de 70 cm de altura e apresenta caule trialado. A epider me é uniestratificada e reves-
tida por cuticula levemente estriada, e possui estdmatos anomociticos e tricomas glandulares pluricelula-
res. Nas alas, o clorénquima se diferencia em parénquima palicadico em posi¢do adjacente as duas faces
da epiderme e em parénquima lacunoso na regido mediana. No eixo caulinar, o clorénquima se alterna
com o colénquima angular, o cilindro vascular consiste de floema em posicdo periférica e xilema formado
centripetamente, e na zona perimedular sdo encontrados cristais prismaticos de oxalato de célcio. Dutos
secr etor es, com epitélio unisseriado, sdo observados nas alas e no eixo caulinar.

SUMMARY. “Morpho-anatomical characters of Baccharis gaudichaudiana DC., Asteraceae”. Baccharis gau-
dichaudiana DC., Asteraceae, popularly known as “carqueja’ and “chilcamelosa’, is employed in the traditional
medicine as stomachic, diuretic and hypoglycemic agent. The aim of this work was to study the winged stem
morpho-anatomy, in order to supply information to the pharmacognostical identification of this medicinal plant
and to the taxonomy of the Trimera group. The botanical material was prepared according to the usual optical
and electronic microtechniques. The species is 70 cm height and has got a three-winged stem. The epidermisis
uniseriate and coated by a slightly striated cuticle, and it has got anomocytic stomata and pluricellular glandular
trichomes. In the caulinar expansions, the clorenchyma consists of palisade parenchyma on both sides of the epi-
dermis and spongy parenchymain the middle. In the caulinar axis, the clorenchyma and the angular collenchyma
distribute aternately, the vascular cylinder is formed with phloem, centrifugally and xylem, centripetally, and in
the perimedular zone prismatic crystals are found. Secretory ducts, with uniseriate epithelium, are observed in
the stem.
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
